Ogni giorno un autobus passera a prendere il ragazzo per accompagnarlo a scuola ed il pomeriggio per partecipare alle 
diverse attività. È garantita massima sicurezza. 

 

 

 

LA SCUOLA: 

I ragazzi affrontano un test d’ ingresso grazie al quale sarà possibile inserirli nella classe che più si  adegua al proprio 
livello d’ inglese. 

Normalmente, il primo giorno, è organizzato in tal modo che i ragazzi possono, con un autobus che li accompagna, 
visitare Bornmouth e dintorni e successivamente riportati a casa per la cena. 

Le lezioni iniziano alle 8.25 a.m. con professori specializzati che puntano molto sulla “conversation”, utile per mettere in 
pratica quanto appreso  durante il loro soggiorno e fuori dalla scuola. 

Le aule e la scuola d’ inglese di Bournemouth sono perfettamente equipaggiate con tutto il necessario affinchè il ragazzo 
possa perfezionare la lingua in modo divertente. 

Le classi sono ridotte a 15 alunni (massimo). Le escursioni pomeridiane prevedono visite guidate a Londra, Stonehnge, 
Bath e Winchester, oltre serate organizzate ( discoteca, karaoke...).

Our Legendary Junior Summer Camps & Football Camps 
 

Junior summer camps 2010  will  be  available  as  2,  3  and  4-week-courses  or  a 
combination of them up to a maximum of 11 weeks. Our special service for 2 and 3- 
weekcourses is the pick-up and drop-off of students from their host families up to 4 
times a day by our own buses. This will give maximum convenience and safety to the 
students. Every day is packed full of fun things to do, e.g. excursions, sport and evening 
entertainment and, of  course, English lessons. After dinner our coaches come back to 
pick-up the students for their evening entertainment and drop them off for a good night 
sleep. 

 
Depending on the age, 2-4 experienced leaders per group will look after the students all 
day  long. On top of this, all of our excursions are fully guided by professional tour- 
guides. 



  

 

 

 
The students of the 4-week-courses might receive a ticket for public transport for the 
duration of their course. This will give the older students maximum freedom during their 
4 week stay. Courses will have a maximum student ratio of 20% per nationality. 

 
All excursions, day and evening entertainment and extra services are included in the 
price. Only Splashdown, Quasar and SnowTrax incur a small charge if students wish to 
go there. 

 

 
 

Kick it like Beckham Our football camps are 2 week combined courses that include 36 
English lessons and 24 hours of football train with qualified and certified FA-Coaches 
from the traditional football club of Poole Town FC. 

 
The football training is divided into 7 days of 3 hours training and one national game 
against an English team at the end of the course. The students will be provided with a 
complete football  kit (shirt, shorts + socks) and 3 additional training T-Shirts that are 
also  included  in  the  price.  Goalkeepers will  be  supplied  with  a goalkeeper’s outfit 
instead. 

 
During  their  London  excursion  our  footballers  will  visit  a  Premier  League  Stadium 
(Chelsea, Arsenal or Wembley)
